He quickly found that the species in question 
is a ground-dweller called Abrupt Digger Bee. 
There are currently only a few known loca-
tions in Pennsylvania. There is no organiza-
tion monitoring bees. Thus the status is un-
known. 

The bees are a southern species, their 
range just barely extending to Pennsylvania. A 
warming climate likely will extend their range 
northward in the coming decades. They ap-
pear very similar to Bumble Bees but are much

However, the State, with the help of Jerry 
Neal, is willing to do whatever they can to 
help. He and co-worker Levi Veppert have de-
lineated the area with red fencing. Mike is at-
tempting to lure the bees to foam containers 
filled with dirt in the hope of attracting the 
bees to burrow in the dirt and lay their eggs, 
relocate the bees, and then return to the same 
area after the construction work is complete. 
Mike has been in communication with bee ex-
perts throughout the county for advice.

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In late March, the I-78 Wetlands Mitigation 
Project got under way in the Desilting Basin.  
PennDOT, as part of the I-78 improvements 
project, will be destroying approximately 3/4 of 
an acre of wetlands in the Lenhartsville area.  
In order to compensate for the loss of that wet-
land, PennDOT has contracted to construct ap-
proximately two-and-a-half acres of new wet-
lands in the northern portion of the Desilting 
Basin.  

The project involves the removal of some of 
the remaining coal dirt, the re-contouring of 
the land to create a series of stepped wetlands 
from north to south, the addition of topsoil in 
the beds of the new wetlands, and the re-
seeding of the wetlands and planting of larger 
wetland vegetation.  Since the informal “Cut-
Off Trail” running east and west between the 
Cabela’s Wetlands Trail and the Therman Ma-
deira Switchback Trail occupied a portion of

The new “Cut-off Trail” will be finished, once 
again connecting the Cabela’s Wetlands Trail 
and the Therman Madeira Switchback.  The

The other thing, the one that didn’t 
happen, was the removal of the New 
Kernsville Dam.  The project stalled 

with a negative review from the PA 
Museum and Historical Commission 
over PA DCNR’s plan to remove all 
man-made structures from the Kerny.  
The meeting with a number of stake-
holders in April that was to determine 
what structures should stay to honor 
the  history of the Kerny was not at-
tended by PA DCNR.  So nothing was 
resolved.   As far as BMW knows, the 
project is on hold until that issue is re-
solved.
